PASSING STATS (Every player who throws a pass; For High School stats, a sack counts against a QB’s RUSHING stats, not his passing stats.) - Click the tab button to get more lines 
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RUSHING STATS (Every player who runs with the ball, no matter the yardage; For High School stats, a sack counts against a QB’s RUSHING stats, not his passing stats. Any fumble on offense or on special teams when attempting a punt or field goal is counted as a running ball. The stats should be given to the player who fumbles the ball on a play from scimmage; On a punt or field goal fumble, give the carry and the yards to the team; On a QB knell down, give the negative yardage and a carry to the team)  - Click the tab button to get more lines 
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RECEIVING STATS (Every player who catches the ball) - Click the tab button to get more lines
